SUMMARY OF RESEARCH PROJECT

Notes on preparation: No more than 1500 words (including references) OR 1300 words + 2 tables or figures. NB: Do not exceed this limit. Use a type font of 12 points.

Please lay out your application as follows:

1. Speciflc Aims (i.e. identify what will need to be done to address the hypothesis).

2. Study Design or Protocol (i.e. how the Aims will be achieved, with due regard to numbers of patients or experiments needed to provide a definitive result given the likely variance). Indicate how the work will be staged, i.e. how long each part will take and the order of work. 

3. Methods (describing, in sufficient detail for scientists from possibly different disciplines, the techniques involved).

Please remember to place your proposal within the framework of its relevance to the scientific basis or practice of clinical nutrition.

NB: FAILURE TO OBSERVE THESE RECOMMENDATIONS WILL RESULT IN THE APPLICATION NOT BEING CONSIDERED.
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
